LOCATION: Eisenhower Drive at its intersection with Saco Street heading East approximately 2,800 feet, Westbrook, Maine 

OUTLINE OF WORK:  The project includes the following major items.

1. Construction of approximately 2,400 feet of bituminous sidewalk

2. Installation of 2,200 linear feet of granite curbing

3. Installation of stormwater collection/transportation system (catch basins, underdrain pipe, etc)

Bid Documents for the above named project will be available for review at Westbrook City Hall. Copies of the Bidding Documents will be available for purchase at Westbrook City Hall upon payment of $100.00 for each set.  Such payment will not be refunded.  Partial Sets will not be issued.  Bidders requesting that the Bidding Documents be mailed shall include an additional non-refundable $15 for each set for shipping and handling.   

Each Bid must be made upon blank forms provided and must be accompanied by a bid bond at 5% of the bid amount or an official bank check, cashier’s check, certified check, certificate of deposit, or United States postal money order in the amount of $20,000 payable to City of Westbrook as a Bid guarantee. A Contract Performance Surety Bond and a Contract Payment Surety Bond, each in the amount of 100 percent of the Contract price, will be required of the successful Bidder.

This Contract is subject to all applicable Federal Laws.  The Contractor must comply with Davis-Bacon (DB) and Davis-Bacon Related Acts (DBRA).  All laborers and mechanics employed by the contractor and subcontractors on this project shall not be paid less than the prevailing wage rates contained in the wage determination published in the bidding documents.  Any laborers and mechanics not listed in the wage determination shall be paid at least as much as the lowest wage rate for other similar trade classifications already contained in the wage determination published in the bidding documents.  
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
