INSTRUCTIONS AND GENERAL CONDITIONS TO BIDDERS

1.
SUBMISSIONS OF BIDS:

Bids shall be submitted on the BID FORM provided in this package  and must be marked clearly on the outside:

1 TON 4x4 DUMP TRUCK 

The envelope shall be addressed to: City of Westbrook, ATTN: Lynda Adams, 2 York Street, Westbrook, Maine 04092.

Any questions concerning the bid should be addressed to Shawn Adams (207) 831-7912 during the hours of 7:00 A.M. - 5:00 P.M.

The City of Westbrook reserves the right to reject any and all bids in whole or in part when deemed to be in the best interest of the City. The City may waive any minor discrepancy in the bid specification and will inspect the vehicle at the bidder's establishment prior to purchase.

2. WARRANTIES, BROCHURE, MANUALS:

All warranties and a descriptive brochure describing the equipment shall be enclosed in the bid. The bidder shall state the warranty period on the bid form. All appropriate parts and service manuals shall be delivered with the selected equipment.
3.
DISCOUNTS:

The City of Westbrook, pays its accounts in full within a thirty (30) day period following satisfactory completion of the contract and receipt of bills for all items covered by the City's purchase order. In submitting bids under these specifications, bidders should take into account all discounts allowed in accordance with the above payment policy.

EXEMPTION FROM TAXES:

The City is exempt from payment of federal excise taxes on articles not for resale, federal transportation tax on all shipments, and Maine State sales tax and use tax.

TRANSPORTATION CHARGES:
All transportation and delivery charges including expenses for freight, transfer, mail, etc, shall be prepaid and be at the expense of the BIDDER unless otherwise specified in the bid.  The bid price shall include all installation charges.

EXCEPTIONS or ADDITIONAL FEATURES:

BID OPENING:
All bids will be opened publicly and BIDDERS or their representatives may be present at the bid opening. The bids will be available for public inspection after opening but the City will not prepare abstracts for distribution.

TERM OF BID:
The bid shall meet all the listed specifications. No BIDDER may withdraw a bid for a period of sixty (60) days after the actual date of opening.

AWARD OF CONTRACT:

Award will be made to the lowest responsible BIDDER, taking into consideration the quality of the product or services; conformance with the specifications and intended purpose; delivery time; ultimate cost to the City and with the overall recommendation from the Director of Public Services. Sale is subject to City Council authorization by two affirmative votes or readings at two meetings of the council.

INTENT:

          The intent of the City of Westbrook is to purchase a one ton cab and chassis. It is not the intent of these specifications to favor any one manufacturer and, therefore, should not be considered restrictive.  It is intended, however, to derive acceptable performance criteria.   The City of Westbrook will entertain all bids submitted by Vendors that meets or is equivalent to the specifications requested (that could include a vehicle in current inventory) upon final review by the Director of Public Services.

INSTRUCTION TO BIDDERS:

The truck to be furnished under this bid shall be a one ton cab and chassis and include the following: dump body, snowplow, sander and hitch plate. It shall be the manufacturer’s latest model and design. These specifications shall be regarded as MINIMUM. Bidders must furnish all descriptive literature, 

manufacturer’s compliance certificates and all other necessary data on the               equipment proposed as required in the specification. Bidder must answer 

YES or NO to each specification line item except where asked to state specific data. Failure to answer correctly, or failure to respond, will deem your bid as non-responsive. All line items with a “NO” response, shall be explained in detail on the “Exceptions to Bid Specification” page provided at the end of this document.

Whelen Mini Justice JY Series (1) Model  MJYAAAAP, Amber four linear6 corner modules and two JDC forward facing inner amber modules, permanent mount lightbar with a 40’ cable and (2) rear facing LR11 LED worklights. Lightbar is to be installed on the headboard on riser mounts.

(2) Whelen Vertex Amber LED hide-a-way’s, Model VTX609A, shall be installed in the marker light portion of the headlight assemblies. The headlight assemblies shall be completely sealed to prevent moisture and dirt from entering the headlight assemblies.

Whelen 500 series LED’s (2) Model 5VA02ZCR, 500 Series super LED lightheads with 5GROMMET mounts and 25’ cables. Cables and lightheads are to have Deutsch waterproof connectors installed on them. These are to be installed in the rear of the dump body in lieu of the extra brake/taillights. 

(2) Soundoff auxiliary reverse/work lights, Model EWLC1400TBDTOW Trapezoid 5” Rectangle LED work lights are to be installed on the rear hitch plate as directed. 

Activation of the warning lights will be done using the factory installed upfitter switch panel. The first switch will be for the Mini Edge lightbar. The second switch will be for the front hide-a-way LED’s. The third switch will be for the rear body mounted LED’s. The forth switch will used for the auxiliary reverse/work lights. 

This switch will activate the (4) work lights, (2) in the lightbar and (2) on the hitch plate, only when in the on position. In the off position the (4) work lights will activate anytime the vehicle is in reverse. This shall be accomplished via a 30 amp relay. 

The chassis reverse circuit will activate the relay which in turn will power up the work lights. The feed for the relay shall come from the auxiliary fuse panel. 
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There shall be an auxiliary six place ATC fuse panel with ground terminals installed behind the knee bolster under the steering column. This panel will be feed from the battery through an 80 amp, manual reset, waterproof circuit breaker. 

The fuse panel with be ignition activated through a 75 amp Bosch relay. The fuse panel, 75 amp relay and 30 amp reverse relay shall all be mounted on aluminum plate. 

All lighting wiring connections shall use crimp and heat shrink connectors, no exceptions. All wiring will be incased in split polyloom. All lighting shall be installed and work ready upon delivery. Any place where the wiring enters the cab shall include grommet protection and be sealed.

(1) Two way radio shall be supplied and installed. Radio shall be a Motorola PM 400 and include a unity gain antenna and antenna cable. The radio is to be mounted on the top of the dash in the “storage area” and to the left of the storage area. This shall be power via the auxiliary fuse panel. The antenna shall be mounted on the center, rear portion of the roof.
