GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

LAWN MOWING SERVICES

1. Pattonville School District invites bids for Lawn Mowing Services for the period March 2017 – December 2017. Bids must be submitted on the attached forms, and sent to the attention of Mary Ann Brann, Purchasing Agent, 11097 St. Charles Rock Road, St. Ann, MO 63074, no later than 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, February 7, 2017.  Bids will be publicly opened and read aloud at that time. 

2. Bids will be submitted on the bid form attached.  No other type of submittal will be accepted.

3. Pattonville School District reserves the right to reject any or all bids and accept that bid which appears to be in the best interest of the school district.  The district reserves the right to waive any informalities in, or reject any or all bids or any part of any bid.  Any bid may be withdrawn prior to the scheduled time for the opening of the bids.  Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.  Faxed bids will not be accepted.

4. Purchases made by the Pattonville School District are not subject to state or local taxes, or federal excise taxes.  The official Tax Exemption Letter will be furnished upon request.

5. The successful bidder agrees to carry the following insurance coverage during the period of this agreement and will provide the purchasing agent for Pattonville School District with a certificate of insurance on all required coverage:

a. Workers Compensation - As required by applicable law of the State of Missouri, including Employer's Liability - $1,000,000.

b. Comprehensive General Liability (including Contractual Liability) - Limits of not less than $1,000,000 per person per occurrence and $1,000,000 property damage per occurrence.  Aggregate all claims $1,000.000 per occurrence.
c. Automobile Liability - Limits of not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Non-ownership hired cars are to be included in the coverage.

d. The successful bidder by accepting this contract agrees to save and hold harmless the Pattonville School District, its elected and appointed officials and all employees.

e. The successful bidder will submit an honesty bond which insures the District against theft and vandalism when vendor’s personnel are working on school district property.  This insurance may be in the form of an Employee’s Blanket Bond.

f. All certificates of insurance are required to indicate a 45-day advance written notification of cancellation or nonrenewal.  Such a notice will be sent to the purchasing agent for the Pattonville School District.

6. The District may terminate the whole or any part of this agreement if the Supplier fails to deliver within the time specified or if the Supplier fails to perform any other provisions of this agreement or so fails to make progress as to endanger performance of this agreement and in either of these two circumstances does not cure such failure in a period of ten days after notice from the District specifying such failure.

7. Inspection of Site – A mandatory site tour for all bidders will be provided on January 20, 2017 at 10:00 a.m., leaving from Pattonville Maintenance, 123 Harding Avenue, Maryland Heights, MO 63043. The contractor will not be allowed additional compensation for items on which he has failed to inform himself prior to the opening of the bids.  Submission of a bid will be construed by the owner that the bidder has complied with this directive. The site tour must be attended for the bid to be accepted.

8. Permits, Licenses, Inspections, and Taxes - The contractor shall obtain and pay for all permits and licenses, and shall give all notices, pay all taxes and comply with all laws, ordinances, rules and regulations bearing on the work.  If the specifications are at various herewith, the work shall be performed in accordance with local laws, rules and regulations and ordinances, provided the standard of work required by ordinance is not less than the requirements of this specification.

9. Award will be made to one bidder who submits the lowest, responsive bid for the total of all items.  The Pattonville School District reserves the right to make award to the lowest responsible bid and to determine such bid by determining the best interests of the school district.

10.
Successful vendor must be insured, and carry Workmen's Compensation for their employees.  Proof of these requirements shall be attached at the time the bid is placed.  Bidder will provide proof of all insurances as required in #5 above.

11.
The Board of Education may extend this agreement for two additional 1-year terms at the same terms, conditions and prices as the original agreement.

12.
Bidders will provide a list of no less than five (5) references, preferably of local business/schools in the St. Louis area with approximately the same number of acres as the District.  References should include the name of the company, address, phone number, person to be contacted and approximate number of acres.

13.
As an independent contractor of the District, bidders will provide documentation and a sworn affidavit that all employees are not considered unauthorized aliens as defined by Federal law and are enrolled in and actively participate in a federal work authorization program (FWAP) used to verify citizenship information of newly hired employees under the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986.  Bidders must also sign and provide to the District an affidavit indicating they do not knowingly employee any authorized aliens under this agreement.

14.
Invoices are due the second Monday of the month for completed cuts.  Payment by check will be made after Board of Education approval the 2nd Tuesday of the following month. For payment by credit card allow approximately TWO weeks for processing.
15.
Staff of successful bidder must be identifiable by company logo worn on shirts and jackets. Provide bi-lingual English language speaking person.
16.
Weather permitting the entire District is to be cut in three (3) consecutive days.  The successful bidder must have the ability to provide this service.

17.
The District may choose to interview bidders prior to award.

Bidder will provide the District with the following information:

SPECIFICATIONS & BID FORM

1.
Provide all equipment and labor necessary to mow district grass to an approximate height of 3” or as instructed.  The district is approximately 100 acres on 13 sites.        

2.
Provide trimming service, and blow all clippings from sidewalks at time of mowing service.  Weed eating service to include keeping sidewalks and sidewalk edges clear of over growth.  It is the expectation of the District that all high visibility fence lines, especially the high school and high school sports fields, be cleanly trimmed.

3.
Blade edging to be performed every 4th rotation.  Edging services provided as requested by lead grounds person.  Boundaries for blade edging will be at all sites in high visibility frontal areas or as instructed. 

4.
Weekly service will begin on approximately March 13, 2017 and continue thru December 15, 2017, with more cuts being necessary during heavy growing season.  In addition to the agreement of 30 cuts, additional cuts may be required for fall/winter clean up.

5.
Pattonville School District will average approximately 30 cuts at each site with more cuts being necessary during heavy growing season.

6.
When overlay of grass clippings is extensive, double cutting of designated areas may be needed.  Prior approval from the district rep is required.

7.
Alternate and adjust cutting patterns and schedules related to weather and terrain conditions.  Monitor all conditions to avoid turf damage such as rutting.

8.
Cutting height adjustments may be required for athletic game fields at the high school.

9.
Craig Heller will direct scheduling of all service.  

10.

11.  Fuel charges are to be included in bid.  No additional fuel charges are allowed.

12.
NOTE:  High School football game field is NOT included in this bid.

13.  At Drummond Elementary school maintain underbrush area between turf area and fence line. Area is from the playground to Shop N Save’s fence. Cut/trim weekly, low as practical.
