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I.  RFP INSTRUCTIONS AND CONDITIONS
1. INTRODUCTION
The District is a nationally recognized, diverse community of learners. Currently the District serves nearly 21,000 students, made up of four high schools, six middle schools, and nineteen elementary schools, a talented and gifted campus, and a school for at-risk high school students. The District employs over 3,000 people and covers 150 square miles in much of western St. Louis and northern Jefferson counties. The District has consistently earned the accreditation of Distinction in Performance by the Missouri Department of Education. The Rockwood School District invites you to submit a bid according to requirements contained herein for service and treatment of its existing wastewater treatment plants.
2. PROPOSAL PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS

A.
In order to be considered, proposers must submit two (2) hardcopies of the proposal and one electronic copy. Proposals shall be signed and printed or type written, submitted sealed with the envelope plainly marked with the title and RFP No.: RFP0418WWTPFAC. Proposals shall be delivered to:

SEALED PROPOSALS FOR FURNISHING THE SERVICES DESCRIBED HEREIN MUST BE RECEIVED BY 12:00 PM CST on May 23, 2018. Proposals submitted after that time and date will be rejected and returned.

B.
Proposals shall be prepared simply, but completely, providing a straightforward, concise description of capabilities to satisfy the requirements of the RFP. Emphasis should be on completeness and clarity of content. At the same time, proposals should be as thorough and detailed as possible so that the District may properly evaluate the Proposer's capabilities to provide the required services.
Electronic or facsimile proposals alone will not be considered in response to this RFP, nor will modifications by electronic or facsimile notice be accepted.

C.
Proposers must include at least the following information, data and responses labeled accordingly in their proposals (i.e. C1, D, E. etc.):

Proposer's full name and principal office address, and descriptions of the type of business entity (e.g., publicly held corporation, private non-profit, proprietorship, partnership, etc.).

If Proposer is incorporated, include the State, in which it is incorporated, and list the name and occupation of those individuals servicing on the board of directors, along with the name of any entity or person owning 10% or more of the corporation.

The name, title, mailing address, telephone number, fax number, and email address of the contact person for this RFP and the proposal.

A summary description or work plan which describes how Proposer intends to perform the required services and include a description of any involvement and responsibilities which would be required of the District.

The name(s) of the employees, persons or contractor(s) proposed to perform the services, and describe the qualifications and experience of each.
(6)
Description of the manner by which Proposer proposes to be compensated for the services to be provided, including a listing or schedule of fees, commissions, costs and expenses, including reimbursable costs and Proposer’s total cost for the services to be provided.
a. Indicate if proposed pricing includes the acceptance of payment with a procurement card (p-card) or credit card in lieu of a check. If Proposer agrees, no additional fees shall be charged to the District for card acceptance.
b. Indicate if proposed pricing could be offered to other Missouri school districts of similar size and order volumes.

D.
Proposers must provide a description or evidence of their experience and qualifications to undertake and to provide the services described in this RFP with a particular emphasis upon experience and services provided to Missouri K-12 school districts.
E.
Proposers must provide evidence or information as to their financial condition and stability.

F.
Proposers must provide a minimum of five (5) references with names, addresses and phone numbers, and including specifically any governmental entities and school districts for which each Proposer has provided services.

G.
Proposers must state whether they have been involved in any litigation during the last five years, and if so, describe any such litigation.
3. AWARD

Award(s) will be made to the responsive and responsible Proposer(s) whose proposal(s) is deemed to be most advantageous to the District, taking into account overall content of the proposal, cost, overall proposal, experience and qualifications of the firm and staff assigned and quality and content of the manner in which the services are proposed to be performed. The District reserves the right to split the award or to make multiple awards, and to make award on a part or portion of a proposal. The District may request additional information and/or an interview with some or all Proposers as part of the selection process. In no event shall the District be required to explain the evaluation process or award selection to any Proposer.
4. RIGHT TO REJECT
The District reserves the right to accept any proposal, to reject any and all proposals, and to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals. Conditional proposals will not be accepted.
5. PROPOSALS FINAL
All proposals shall be deemed final, conclusive and irrevocable, and no proposal shall be subject to correction or amendment for any error or miscalculation.

6. COST OF PREPARATION
The cost of preparing and submitting a response to this RFP will be assumed solely by each Proposer, whether or not any agreement is signed as a result of this RFP.

7. OWNERSHIP OF SUBMITTALS
All completed proposals submitted in response to this RFP become the property of the District upon submission. The District may use the proposal for any purpose deemed appropriate. The proposal material may become part of any contract between the successful Proposer and the District.

8. RFP INTERPRETATION
Interpretation of the wording of this RFP will be the responsibility of the District and that interpretation will be final and binding.

9. PRICE

Proposers are cautioned that services must be furnished at the fees, costs and/or rates submitted and proposed unless otherwise stated. No increase in costs will be permitted during the term of the contract.
10. CONTRACT

The Rockwood Board of Education must formally approve the award of any contract(s) or agreement to purchase with approval anticipated to be received no later than June 21, 2018. The successful Proposer will be required to enter into a written contract with the District which will include, but not be limited to, the scope of services described herein and the contract provisions included herein. It is anticipated the contract term will commence on July 1, 2018 and continue through June 30, 2023.
11. INSURANCE
The successful Proposer will be expected to provide the following types of insurance with the described limits:

12. TAXES
Proposers shall NOT INCLUDE FEDERAL EXCISE TAX, TRANSPORTATION TAX, or STATE RETAIL SALES TAX in their cost proposal, as these taxes do not apply to the District.
13. NO PARTICIPATION
The successful Proposer shall not directly or indirectly participate as a proposer, bidder, or subcontractor to a proposer or bidder on any bids or request for proposals to be designed, or services to be provided, as part of the projects contemplated by this RFP.
14. USE OF INFORMATION
A.
Any specifications, drawings, sketches, models, samples, data, computer programs or documentation or other technical or business information (“Information”) furnished or disclosed to interested parties under this RFP, or as the result of this RFP, shall remain the property of the District and, when in tangible form, all copies of such information shall be returned to the District upon request. Unless such information was previously known to a party, free of any obligation to keep it confidential, or has been or is subsequently made public by the District or a third party, it shall be held in confidence by such party, shall be used only for the purposes of this RFP, and may not be used for other purposes except upon such terms and conditions as may be mutually agreed upon in writing.

B.
No specifications, drawings, sketches, models, samples, tools, or other apparatus programs, technical information or data, written, oral or otherwise, furnished by any interested party to the District under this RFP shall be considered to be confidential or proprietary.
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II. SCOPE OF SERVICES
Proposals are requested for providing service and maintenance for Rockwood School District’s existing wastewater treatment plants. Wastewater treatment plants currently serve three locations as listed below. Next to each location is listed the description of the work to be included for that location.
LaSalle Springs Facilities - The fence and fenced site, the treatment plant located on the fenced site, the access road, the two sewer lines serving the plant up to their entries into the school and the LaSalle Institute, the water line and hydrant(s) up to its entry into the school, and the headwall and the effluent pipe to the headwall.

Facilities Operation. Contractor shall use commercially reasonable efforts to operate and manage the Facilities so that the effluent discharge meets or exceeds the wastewater effluent requirements established by the Missouri Department of Natural Resources ("MoDNR") under the permits issued by such authority so long as the influent does not exceed the design limitations set forth on such permits as included under "Facilities Design Limitations" Contractor shall comply with all applicable local, state, and federal laws and regulations as they pertain to the Facilities. Contractor will pay all fines and surcharges resulting solely from the negligence or intentional acts of Contractor, which may be imposed by the regulatory agency having jurisdiction for effluent quality violations associated with the permits issued with respect to the Facilities; provided, however, that Contractor shall have no such obligation in the event that such violations are a result of influent violations at the Facilities Design Limitations or the presence of toxic substances.
Project Management and Staffing. Contractor shall staff the Facilities with a part-time (minimum of three visits per week) Facilities Manager, experienced in the areas of wastewater treatment, process control, wastewater laboratory analysis, and maintenance procedures for wastewater treatment facilities. Each of the Facilities shall be equipped with a 24-hour alarm system to notify an "on call" operator of any power failure and of any pump station failure. Contractor shall respond promptly to cure, if possible, any such failure or any other reported failure, dysfunction or emergency.
Project Support. Contractor shall, as required and determined by Contractor, provide on-call, backup expertise in operations, management, and maintenance applications to ensure compliance with this Agreement.
Maintenance Management. Contractor shall institute a preventive maintenance program for the Facilities. Records maintained by Contractor shall include the history of maintenance and the schedule of programmed maintenance throughout the term of this Agreement. Standard operating and maintenance procedures will be established by Contractor, consistent with industrywide practices.
Expenses. Contractor shall pay all costs of Contractor employees, fuels, consumables, chemicals, services, spare parts, materials, maintenance, sludge disposal, repairs and expendable supplies required in the normal operation and maintenance of the Facilities. The District shall, at its sole cost and expense, provide Contractor with all of the necessary water, electric, telephone, and all other related utilities consumed by the Facilities and required by Contractor in the performance of the Vender services under this Agreement. Said utilities shall be billed by the utility provider to and paid directly by the District.
Corrective Action. In the event that the effluent quality is not in compliance with regulatory requirements, Contractor will submit a report to the District outlining the proposed corrective action and a schedule.
Hazardous Substance. In the event that any "hazardous substance" is received at the Facilities, Contractor shall notify the District and assist the District in the removal and/or reduction of such hazardous substance. In the event that any hazardous substance cannot be treated or removed using the processes and equipment provided, and if effluent parameter(s) affected by any hazardous substance listed in the permits are exceeded, Contractor shall not be responsible for permit compliance or additional operational costs until the hazardous substance is removed from the treatment Facilities and the Facilities are completely recovered and capable of generating effluent quality within design parameters. For all purposes of this RFP and the awarded contract, "hazardous substances" shall mean (a) any petroleum, petroleum products, by-products or breakdown products, radioactive materials, asbestos-containing materials or polychlorinated biphenyls or (b) any chemical, material or substance defined or regulated as hazardous or as a pollutant, contaminant or waste under any statute, law ordinance, by-law, decree, regulation, code, order, rule or judgment of any governmental authority having the force of law.
Biological Toxic Substance. In the event that any biological toxic substance is received at the Facilities, Contractor shall notify the District and assist the District in the removal and/or reduction of such biological toxic substance. In the event that any biological toxic substance cannot be treated or removed using the processes and equipment provided, and if effluent parameter(s) affected by the toxic substance listed in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit are exceeded, Contractor shall not be responsible for permit compliance or additional operational costs until the biological toxic substance is removed from the Facilities and the Facilities are completely recovered. For all purposes of this RFP and the awarded contract, "biological toxic substance" shall mean any substance or combination of substances contained in the Facilities' influent in sufficiently high concentrations so as to interfere with the biological processes necessary for the removal of the organic and chemical constituents of the water and wastewater. These biological toxic substances include, but are not limited to, heavy metals, phenols, cyanides, pesticides, herbicides, acids, caustics, chlorine, quaternary ammonia and other cleaning or sanitizing compounds.
Sludge Management and Sludge Disposal. Contractor shall be responsible for handling and disposing of sludge residuals generated by the Facilities in a manner consistent with all applicable regulations of the United States Environmental Protection Agency ("US EPA") and the Missouri Department of Natural Resources ("MoDNR").
Testing and Laboratory Analysis. Contractor shall perform the sampling and analysis of the appropriate influent and effluent as outlined in the District’s permits, and as required to insure proper operation of the Facilities. Contractor shall prepare all permit monitoring and operations reports, and submit them to the District for final review and sign-off prior to submission to the appropriate regulatory agency having jurisdiction over the Facilities.
Reporting. Contractor will submit internal reports relating to the operations of the Facilities to the District and assist the District in the District’s reporting requirements to local, state and federal regulatory agencies, all in accordance with the mutually agreed upon procedures. Contractor will be responsible for representing the District with the relevant regulatory agencies and advise the District of all meetings, hearings and relevant related information for the Facility. Upon request for Contractor, the District shall participate in such meetings of regulatory or governmental agencies as Contractor deems necessary.
Records of Operation. Records maintained by Contractor will be in compliance with all applicable law and regulations. These records, capable of providing historical data and trend, will be the property of the District. Contractor will maintain these records at the Facilities site, available during the term of this Agreement for use by authorized District personnel. Contractor agrees to provide the District’s officials with access to the Facilities at any time, upon reasonable prior notice.
Safety. Contractor shall administer a site-specific safety program to include training, record keeping, and safety meetings, all in conformance with the District’s Policies and Regulations, and any requirements of the State of Missouri.
OSHA Training. Any Contractor and subcontractor hired to perform work at a District Wastewater Treatment Plant must provide a ten-hour Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) safety and health training program for their on-site employees within 60 days of beginning work at the Facilities. The District resolutions, specifications and contracts for services to the Facilities shall include provisions for the Contractor's training requirement and the penalty for failure to provide such training as required by law.

Training. Contractor shall implement an ongoing training program, with classroom and hands-on training for all Facilities personnel. Training will include Facilities operations and maintenance, and laboratory operations and maintenance, supervisory skills and energy management.
Odor Control. Contractor will operate and maintain the Facilities to minimize the generation of odors through an ongoing odor control program. In the event of an odor generating event from the Facilities, Contractor will assist the District in the development and implementation of a corrective action plan to mitigate the odor generation. Contractor will work with the District to deal in a concerned, professional manner with any individuals or community groups concerned with odors.
Capital Budget Submission. On an annual basis, Contractor will provide a formal report to the District on Contractor’s projection of capital needs and assist the District with the preparation of the District’s annual budget. Contractor will annually submit its recommendations regarding additions to or deletions from the District’s scheduled program. Contractor will submit detailed rationale for any changes or additions, and preliminary cost estimates. Implementation of these recommendations by the District, however, is not a condition of Contractor’s performance of the Contractor services. Review and approval of these capital expenditures shall remain the responsibility of the District.
Emergency Response Plan. Contractor will develop, maintain, and implement, if necessary, an emergency response plan for the Facilities that will be in compliance with all applicable regulations.
Facilities Design Limitations. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, Contractor will provide the Contractor services such that the effluent meets the requirements of the current Missouri State Operating Permit for each of the three (3) facilities, specifically described below, and further, will comply with monitoring requirements for each facility as outlined in each permit.

Inasmuch as the permits for the subject treatment facilities will expire on the above listed dates, Contractor will assist in obtaining renewal permits.
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III. CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS
INTRODUCTION TO THIS SECTION
The successful Proposer will be expected to enter into a written contract with the District. The terms and conditions in this section are expected to be incorporated into any contract awarded as a result of this RFP. In submitting a proposal, the Proposer agrees to the terms and conditions in this section, unless a statement is made to the contrary. Acceptance of alternate language, terms and conditions is at the sole discretion of the District. While the exact term of the contract is subject to final determination, the successful Proposer would be expected to commence the services on or about July 1, 2018 and complete the services as mutually agreed. The following terms and conditions are not to be considered complete, and other terms and conditions will be included in any resulting contract.

WARRANTY FOR SERVICES
Contractor warrants and represents to the District that Contractor possesses the background, experience, expertise and qualifications to undertake and to carry out the Services. Contractor further warrants and represents that the Services will be performed in a professional, good, thorough and workmanlike manner, and consistent with accepted industry standards.
REMEDIES FOR UNSATISFACTORY SERVICES

In the event Contractor fails to provide the Services consistent with the warranties and representations set forth in Section 2 above, the District at its option, may:  (a) require Contractor to reperform the unsatisfactory Services at no cost to the District; (b) refuse to pay Contractor for Services, unless and until Services are corrected and performed satisfactorily; (c) require Contractor to reimburse the District all amounts paid for such unsatisfactory Services; and/or (d) proceed with, and assert, any and all remedies available at law. The foregoing options and remedies available to the District shall be deemed to be mutual and severable, and not exclusive.

INSURANCE
A.
Contractor shall maintain occurrence-based insurance including comprehensive general liability, automotive liability, and if applicable, workers’ compensation and employers' liability in the amounts described herein. Such insurance shall be provided by insurance companies authorized to do business in the State of Missouri.
B.
The District shall be included as an additional insured on all required insurance policies, except Workers’ Compensation and Employers' Liability, with respect to the liability arising out of the performance of Contractor's Services under this Agreement.

C.
Certificates of insurance of Contractor's insurance coverage shall be furnished to the District at the time of commencement of the Services.

D.
All such insurance shall provide for notice to the District of cancellation of insurance policies thirty (30) days before such cancellation is to take effect.
TERMINATION
A.
The District may terminate this Agreement with or without cause at any time by giving 15 days' prior written notice to the other party of its intention to terminate as of the date specified in the notice. Contractor shall be paid for Services satisfactorily performed up to the time notice of termination is received. Contractor shall also be paid for all Services satisfactorily performed between the time notice is received and the date of termination, as long as all such performed Services are approved by the Board in a separate writing and in advance of their performance.

B.
In the event of a breach of this Agreement by either Contractor or the District, the non-breaching party shall give the breaching party written notice specifying the default, and the breaching party shall have 15 days within which to cure the default. If the default is not cured within that time, the non-breaching party shall have the right to then terminate this Agreement by providing written notice of such termination.
INDEMNITY
Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the District and the members of the Rockwood Board of Education, and the District’s officers, employees, servants and agents from and against any and all liabilities, losses, damages, costs and expenses of any kind (including, without limitation, reasonable legal fees and expenses in connection with any investigative, administrative or judicial proceeding, whether or not designated a party thereto) which may be suffered by, incurred by or threatened against the District or any members, officers, employees, servants or agents of the District on account of or resulting from injury, or claim of injury, to person or property arising from Contractor’s actions or omissions relating to this Agreement, or arising out of Contractor’s breach or failure to perform any term, covenant, condition or agreement herein provided to be performed by Contractor.

FISCAL FUNDING
While the parties intend for the term of this Agreement to be five (5) years, the term is subject to, and conditioned on, the appropriation, availability and budgeting of sufficient funds. For any fiscal year of the District during the term hereof, in the event that sufficient funds are not available to the District, are not able to be appropriated by the District or cannot be budgeted by the District for the services hereunder, the District shall have the right to terminate this Agreement upon sixty (60) days prior written notice to Consultant prior to the beginning of any such fiscal year. The District shall use reasonable efforts to avoid termination of this Agreement based on lack of fiscal funding. In the event of any such termination, the District shall pay Consultant for the services performed up to the date of termination.
GOVERNING LAW - JURISDICTION
This Agreement shall be governed, construed and interpreted under Missouri law, and shall be deemed to be executed and performed in the County of St. Louis, Missouri. Any legal action arising out of, or relating to this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of Missouri, and the parties agree to the exclusive exercise of jurisdiction and venue over them by a court of competent jurisdiction located in the County of St. Louis, Missouri.
REPORTING
During the term of this Agreement, Contractor shall report to, and confer with, the District’s Coordinator Maintenance/Grounds or Director Facilities and/or their designee on a regular basis, and as may be reasonably requested, concerning the Services performed by Contractor and issues related to the Services. Contractor also agrees to meet and confer with other District administrators, officers and employees as directed, or as may be necessary or appropriate.
ASSIGNMENT
Contractor agrees, for Contractor and on behalf of Contractor’s successors, heirs, executors, administrators, and any person or persons claiming under Contractor, that this Agreement and the obligations, rights, interests, and benefits hereunder cannot be assigned, transferred, pledged, or hypothecated in any way and shall not be subject to execution, attachment, or similar process, without the express written consent of the District. Any attempt to do so, contrary to these terms, shall be null and void and shall relieve the District of any and all obligations or liability hereunder.
LICENSES AND PERMITS
Contractor shall obtain at Contractor’s expense all licenses and permits necessary to perform the Services.
CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIONS
Contractor acknowledges and represents that (i) Contractor is legally authorized to transact business in the State of Missouri and to provide the Services required hereunder, (ii) the entering into this Agreement has been duly approved by the Contractor, (iii) the undersigned is duly authorized to execute this Agreement on behalf of Contractor and to bind Contractor to the terms hereof, and (iv) Contractor will comply with all State, federal and local statutes, regulations and ordinances, including civil rights and employment laws, and agrees not to discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment or in the provision of Services on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, sexual orientation, age or disability. Contractor also agrees to abide by all applicable District policies and regulations.
Contractor agrees that any employee acting on behalf of the contractor and performing duties on District property will adhere to District policies related to staff conduct, including but not limited to:  banning the use of tobacco on District property, drug-free workplace and activities that could be viewed as unethical or a conflict of interest. Vendors whose staff will regularly enter school buildings will perform background screening on each staff member to ensure that they are not on a sexual offender or predator list. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR
The District and Contractor agree that Contractor will act for all purposes as an independent contractor and not as an employee, in the performance of Contractor’s duties under this Agreement. In addition, Contractor and Contractor’s employees shall not be entitled to any vacation, insurance, health, welfare, or other fringe benefits provided by the District. Contractor shall have no authority to assume or incur any obligation or responsibility, nor make any warranty for or on behalf of the District or to attempt to bind the District.
