GENERAL INTRODUCTION TO BIDDERS

The Rockwood School District is soliciting quotes for the disposal of shop fluids, lubricants, oils and other fluids related to the maintenance of our school bus, facilities fleets and grounds equipment.  The District owns 169 Class “C” Blue Bird buses powered by Diesel or unleaded fuel and 22 Class “A” Ford powered (unleaded) school buses utilized by our Transportation Department.  Additionally, the district services approximately 90 district owned vehicles utilized by our Facilities Department.
