The Rockwood School District Purchasing Department is soliciting bids from qualified individuals, firms or organizations to provide Gym Sound System Equipment and Installation as described in this Request for Quote for Lafayette High School located at 17050 Clayton Road, Wildwood, Missouri 63011.

INTRODUCTION:
The District is a nationally recognized, diverse community of learners. Currently the District serves nearly 21,000 students, made up of four high schools, six middle schools, and nineteen elementary schools, a talented and gifted campus, and a school for at-risk high school students. The District employs over 4,000 people, and covers 150 square miles in much of western St. Louis and northern Jefferson counties. The District has consistently earned the accreditation of Distinction in Performance by the Missouri Department of Education. SPECIFICATIONS:

Rockwood School District is seeking quotes for the purchase and installation of sound system equipment to be used in Lafayette High School’s Gym. The Bidder is required to visit the site to provide an accurate quote of equipment and installation for two (2) separate options, described below, including detailed pricing for each unit, designing, engineering, installation and labor, programming, training and the total cost for shipping and/or handling to Lafayette High School located at 17050 Clayton Road, Wildwood, Missouri 63011. Please use the attached Exhibit A to provide pricing for this quote including any lead time for equipment delivery. Only comparable substitute equipment will be considered.
The District will evaluate bids and choose one package that will best fit the current needs.
Package 1 - Wireless Portable Case

A new wireless portable sound control case to replace existing case and to include a mixer, CD/Media/Bluetooth player, two (2) handheld wireless microphone systems, wireless transmitter, custom input connection panel, power conditioner and storage drawer. The portable case should be on casters for ease of transport. The case will need to transmit audio wirelessly to a new audio receiver and antenna to be installed at the existing system head-end with the audio receiver connecting to the existing audio system mixer, intercepting the existing wired case connection line, if necessary. A push-to-talk gooseneck microphone should be included that can be plugged into the case for ease of use. Package must include case assembly, installation of wireless receiver and antenna and configuration of new system components.
Package 2 - Processing Upgrade, Control and Input Panels
A sound system upgrade consisting of a new digital processor, two (2) handheld wireless microphones systems, connection plate, Bluetooth interface and control panel to be installed providing control of system power, preset modes, input levels and Bluetooth connection. System should include a locking cover to restrict and secure access. Package will include a new digital system processor to be installed in the existing system head-end providing system control, audio mixing, routing, equalization and advanced processing to maximize audio quality and simplify system use. Package must include installation and configuration of new system components.

WARRANTY

Product warranty information should be included as part of your quotes.

PROPOSAL PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS:

GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS:
AWARD
Award(s) will be made to the responsive and responsible Proposer(s) whose proposal(s) is deemed to be the most advantageous to the District, taking into account overall content of the proposal, cost, overall proposal, experience and qualifications, and quality and content of the manner in which the services are proposed to be performed. The District reserves the right to split the award or to make multiple awards, and to make award on a part or portion of a proposal. PROPOSALS FINAL
All proposals shall be deemed final, conclusive and irrevocable, and no proposal shall be subject to correction or amendment for any error or miscalculation.

RIGHT TO REJECT
The District reserves the right to accept any proposal, to reject any and all proposals, and to waive any irregularities or informalities in any proposals. Conditional proposals will not be accepted.

PRICE
Proposers are cautioned that the services must be furnished at the fees, costs and/or rates submitted and proposed unless otherwise stated.
TAXES
Proposers shall NOT INCLUDE FEDERAL EXCISE TAX, TRANSPORTATION TAX, or STATE RETAIL SALES TAX in their cost proposal, as these taxes do not apply to the District.

EXCEPTIONS
If a Proposer takes exception to any part of these specifications as written, or as amended by any addenda subsequently issued, or the Agreement, they must do so in writing. Said exceptions must be submitted with the proposal. Failure to do so will be construed as acceptance of all items of the specification and the Agreement.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Bidders will be required to issue a certificate of insurance naming Rockwood School District as additionally insured. Insurance limits must include $1,000,000 per occurrence for Comprehensive General Liability Insurance (personal and property damage), Workman’s comp (as required by law), personal and automotive liability.

FEDERAL WORK AUTHORIZATION PROGRAM
As an independent contractor of the District, Contractors will provide documentation and a sworn affidavit that all employees of Contractors are not considered unauthorized aliens as defined by Federal law and are enrolled in and actively participate in a federal work authorization program (FWAP) used to verify citizenship information of newly hired employees under the Immigration Reform and Control Act of 1986. Contractors must also sign and provide to the District an affidavit (attached) indicating they do not knowingly employee any unauthorized aliens under this agreement.

FEDERAL WORK AUTHORIZATION PROGRAM (“E-VERIFY”) ADDENDUM

Pursuant to Missouri Revised Statute 285.530, all business entities awarded any contract in excess of five thousand dollars ($5,000) with a Missouri public school district must, as a condition to the award of any such contract, be enrolled and participate in a federal work authorization program with respect to the employees working in connection with the contracted services being provided, or to be provided, to the District (to the extent allowed by E-Verify). e. agrees to provide documentation of your participation in E-Verify to the District prior to or contemporaneously with the execution of its contract with the District (or at any time thereafter upon request by the District), by providing to the District an E-Verify screen print-out (or equivalent documentation) confirming your participation in E-Verify;

f. agrees to comply with any state or federal regulations or rules that may be issued subsequent to this addendum that relate to Missouri Revised Statute 285.530; and
