GENERAL BIDDING REQUIREMENTS

1.
  All bids must be made on the proposal form furnished by the City.   No bid, online or manual, will be considered unless the Proposal Form and Non Collusion Affidavit are properly signed, and the bid bond received by the time of the opening. 

2.  The City reserves the right to reject any and all bids, and to waive defects in the form of the bid, also to select the bid which best meets the requirements of the City. 

3.  
Each proposal must be accompanied by a bid bond sent in the form of a Corporate Surety Bond, Certified Check, Certificate of Deposit, or Cashiers Check in the sum of ten (10%) percent of the total amount of the bid unless otherwise stated in the Specifications.  In the case of an online bid or reverse auction, the bid bond will be ten percent (10%) of the original bid.
4.  
The City of Erie will not waive or permit any type of bonding etc, to be submitted after the bid opening.  Failure to submit proper bonding with bid documents will result in immediate rejection of bid. All Bids will be firm for sixty (60) days from date of bid opening. All bids will be firm for one (1) year from date of signing of Contract, unless otherwise specified. 

5.
  Any discounts or terms must be shown on the proposal form.  Such discounts, if any, will be computed and considered in tabulating of the bids. 

6.
  All bids shall be in the hands of the city Purchasing Department - Room 309, 626 State Street, Erie, PA. 16501-1128 PA. by the time and date mentioned in the "LEGAL NOTICE", and shall be placed in a sealed envelope plainly marked with; THE DATE AND TIME OF RECEIPT OF BIDS; THE BID NUMBER PLAINLY MARKED ON THE ENVELOPE: THE ITEM FOR WHICH THE BIDDER IS SUBMITTING THE BID; AND THE BIDDER'S COMPANY NAME AND RETURN ADDRESS. 

7.  
The City is not liable for non‑receipt of bids sent by ordinary mail, nor if delivered in person to any other City employee or Office other than the City Purchasing Office.  Late deliveries of bids will not be considered. 

8.
  The City of Erie is not subject to the Pennsylvania Sales Tax, and to most Federal Excise Taxes on all sales made directly to the city and neither should be included in bid price.  Tax exemption certificates will be furnished and signed by the city purchasing department, for the successful bidder. 

9.
  Tangible personal property purchased by Contractors in the performance of realty construction for the City of Erie is taxable, even though the City is exempt on its own purchases. 

10. 
In case of two or more identical bids tying as low bid, the City of Erie reserves the right to select in its own discretion from among such identical bidders, (1) one bid which will be awarded the total contract.

11. 
Any transportation, fees and/or any other related charges incurred in pick up, deliver, and/or processing of the product, as specified, must be included in the bid price for the duration of the contract. 

12.
 The successful bidder shall have and maintain, at its own expense all licenses, registrations, permits and authorization necessary for the receiving, delivery, processing and disposal of the specified service for the awarded contract period.  The successful bidder shall also pay all fees and charges incurred in maintaining its licenses, registrations, permits and authorizations necessary to conduct its business including all additional fees and charges imposed during the awarded contract period.

13.  
Successful bidder shall pay all federal, state, city and local taxes, fines, penalties, fees and assessments arising pursuant to the contract and shall adhere to all requirements of the constituted public authorities and with all federal, state and local laws and ordinance and the applicable rules, regulations, methods and procedures of all governmental boards, bureaus, offices, commissions and other agencies now or hereafter in effect.

Payment will be made by the city within thirty (30) days from receipt and acceptance, by the city, of delivery of COMPLETE ORDERS OF BID ITEMS or receipt of invoice for same, whichever is received the later. .

The successful bidder at its own cost and expense, shall obtain and maintain in full force insurance coverage which will satisfactorily insure the bidder and the City of Erie against all claims and liabilities which could arise out of the contract including, but not limited to, claims and liabilities for the injury (including death) or damage to persons and property which could arise during the duration of the awarded contract.  The City Of Erie will be named as additional insured.

16.  
Bidder will be required to submit evidence satisfactory to the City Purchasing Agent that the various bonds and insurance, as outlined in these documents, have been obtained.  Such evidence will be required within ten (10) days of the awarding of the contract.  Failure to submit said evidence shall be deemed to be a material breach of the contract.

17.
  Bidders shall not discriminate against any person employed or seeking employment with the bidder because of race, color, creed, sex or national origin and shall comply with all applicable ordinances, statutes and regulations of the City of Erie, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania or Federal Government relating to Equal Employment Opportunity.

All bidders must comply with all regulations as documented by Pennsylvania Statutes, Title 73 Trade and Commerce regarding Chapter 25, Steel Products Procurement Act #1881 to 1887.

  All bidders must comply with all regulations as documented by Pennsylvania Statutes, Title 73 Trade and Commerce regarding Chapter 25A, Motor Vehicle Procurement Act #1891 to 1898. 

20.
  The City of Erie reserves the right to terminate this contract for any reason with thirty (30) days written notices to the contract holder.

PLEASE RETURN BID DOCUMENT IN ITS ENTIRETY.

Brand names, specific companies, manufacturing concerns, contact names, etc., that may be referred to in these specifications are to be considered as references only, bidders can utilize any source at their disposal to obtain information for their bids.

  All errors in calculations shall be corrected and the City of Erie shall deem the corrected totals official.

24.
  The successful bidder shall pay all applicable royalties and licenses fees.  The Successful bidder warrants that the sale or use of products and/or services shall not infringe on any United States or foreign patent.  The successful bidder undertakes to indemnify the City of Erie against all judgments, decrees, costs and expenses, including attorney’s fees, resulting from any alleged infringement and to defend, upon request of the City of Erie, at its own expense, any action which may be brought against the City of Erie under any claim of patent infringement in the use or sale of the successful bidder’s products and/or services.

If any provisions of the contract are found to be illegal or unenforceable, then, notwithstanding such provision, the contract shall remain in full force and effect and such offensive provision shall be deemed stricken.

  The awarded contract shall be governed by the laws of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

  Successful bidder shall be current for all City Of Erie taxes, fines, and assessments.

Ferric Chloride Specifications
Furnish approximately nine hundred (900) tons of Anhydrous Ferric Chloride in an aqueous solution to the Wastewater Treatment Plant.

The chemical composition of the aqueous solution of ferric chloride to be as specified below:

FECL3 
28.0% -47.0%

FECL3 MAXIMUM
 0.5%

FREE HC1 MAXIMUM
 0.5%

WATER INSOLUBLES MAXIMUM
0.5%

The concentration of ferric chloride solution shall be adjusted to prevailing atmospheric temperature at the time of shipment in order to prevent crystallization.

The awarding of bids shall be based on truck load deliveries and will include freight charges F.O.B. Erie Wastewater Treatment Plant as evaluated below under "Evaluation of Bids."

Payment shall be made to the supplier on the basis of the actual weight of anhydrous ferric chloride received, plus freight charges on the weight of ferric chloride solution received.

Freight shall be prepaid by the supplier and added to the invoice. Shipping & Delivery
Delivery shall be made in tank truck quantities and be delivered within seventy-two (72) hours after notice, if necessary. The successful bidder shall supply his own transfer pump and hose to transfer the ferric chloride solution to an outside storage tank at the Erie Wastewater Treatment Plant, 68 Port Access Road, Erie, Pennsylvania, 16507-2202.

The ferric chloride solution is to be weighed directly before and after delivery to the Wastewater Treatment Plant, with the weight slips sent with the invoice.

Defective Delivery Equipment
The City of Erie will not be liable for defective or unsatisfactory equipment which would prevent or delay the transfer of the solution.

Evaluation of Bids

Quotations shall be compared by the following formulas and should be filled-in by the vendor (calculations based on concentrations as specified):

Bids shall be based on five thousand (5,000) gallon tank truck deliveries. The bidder shall compile a list of plants where facilities were put into operation using the FECL3 supplied by the bidder for phosphate removal. The City of Erie shall accept any bids which best meet their requirements.

CONTRACT PERIOD
Contract shall be in effect for a period of two (2) years from date of award. A contract extension for an additional one (1) year period may be granted providing the successful bidder notifies the City in writing sixty (60) days prior to this contract expiring.
